Matching Game “Puzzle” 

Preparation:

Cut out the squares on the dotted lines only (don’t cut out the triangles).

To play: match the rhyming words, placing them together (the edges of their squares touching). Assemble the puzzle into a 3X3 square so that every word only touches a rhyming word.
