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How can I see what home-learning I have?


Regular home-learning is an essential part of the curriculum for all our students and is given high priority in all subject areas. Home-learning provides an opportunity for students to consolidate and extend the work done in class, for example through Knowledge Organisers. Students use the Millfield Student Planner on a daily basis to help organise and record their home-learning commitments. Teachers, parents and carers also use the planner as a means of regular communication between school and home.

We also have a Homework Club after school where you can get support and advice.
